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ILCAJ and ACLCA Sign a Memorandum of Understanding

On November 27, 2025, the Institute of Life Cycle Assessment, Japan (ILCAJ) and the
American Center for Life Cycle Assessment (ACLCA) signed a Memorandum of Understanding
(MoU) to strengthen collaboration between the two organizations.

This MoU confirms the shared commitment of ILCAJ and ACLCA to promote life cycle
thinking and to advance its practical application throughout society.

Under the MoU, the two organizations agree to actively promote each other’s activities and
events through their respective websites, social media channels, and communications to their
members. In addition, members of each organization will be granted equivalent status when
participating in conferences and meetings organized by the partner organization. ILCAJ and
ACLCA will also cooperate in research and education related to life cycle assessment (LCA), as
well as in the diffusion of life cycle thinking and the development of LCA methods, tools, and
databases.



Building on this agreement, ILCAJ and ACLCA will explore opportunities for further
collaboration in research and education, and aim to contribute to the advancement of the

international LCA community by strengthening cooperation between the Asia-Pacific and North
American regions.
